Contacts established between the LWF and the Roman Catholic Church during the Second Vatican Council led to the formation of the Lutheran-Roman Catholic Working Group, which met in 1965 and 1966. The working group agreed that it was important to enter into comprehensive dialogue about the basic issues that separate and unite the two churches.
Following the official endorsement of the working group's recommendation by the LWF and the Roman Catholic Church, the Joint Lutheran-Roman Catholic Study Commission met for the first time in 1967.
